Enclosed are 20 copies of a research proposal titled "Spatial variability of MODIS and MISR derived atmospheric data products" This proposal is submitted in response to NRA-03-OES-02, titled "Earth System Science research using data and products from Terra, Aqua, and ACRIM satellites”
